	C) Persons who violate this policy shall be stripped of citizenship and drafted into the Environmental Army Corps.
	D) Children of violators of the birth control policy shall be adopted by approved and licensed caregivers. 
115.  	A) There shall be a ban on the implementation of human superlongevity technologies including, but not limited to, embryonic stem cells, iPSCs, and cloning for a period of at least 100 years or until the world population decreases to two billion.
	B) After a period of one hundred years expires or the world population decreases to two billion the Security Council may review the above said technologies to consider whether this ban shall remain in effect.
	C) Persons who violate this policy shall be stripped of citizenship and drafted into the Environmental Army Corps.
